IMPLIED WARRANTIES ONLY

This means that the dealer does not make any specific promises to fix things that need repair when you buy the
vehicle or after the time of sale. But, state law “implied warranties” may give you some rights to have the dealer take
care of serious problems that were not apparent when you bought the vehicle.

WARRANTY

i FULL O LIMITED WARANTY. The dealer will pay % of the labor and % of the parts for the covered
systems that fail during the warranty period. Ask the dealer for a copy of the warranty document for
a full explanation of warranty coverage, exclusions, and the dealer’s repair obligations. Under state
law, “implied warranties” may give you even more rights.

“Private Passenger” motor vehicle means one of the following:

o A motor vchicle of the private passenger or station wagon type that is owned ot under a long term lease to the insured and
is not used for public transportation or rented to others,

= A pick up truck or van that is owned by an individual, or by a husband and wife, or individuals who are residents of the same
houschold and has a gross vehicle weight (GVW) as specified by the manufacturer of less than 10,000 pounds and is not used
for the delivery or transportation of goods or materials, unless the delivery or transportation of goods and material is:
(a) Incidental to the insured’s business of installing, maintaining, repairing furnishings or equipment: or
(b) For farming or ranching.

¢ A motorcycle, motorized scooter or other similar motorized vehicle not used for commercial purposes.
“Non-Fleet” motor vehicle means:

A motor vehicle not eligible for classification as a fleet vehicle for the reason that the motor vehicle is one of four or fewer
motor vehicles hired under a long term contract or owned by the insured named in the policy.

You are a resident of North Carolina who owns a motor vehicle registered or principally garaged in

North Carolina. (“Principally garaged” means that the vehicle is garaged for six or more months of the

current or preceding year on property in this State which is owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully

occupied by you as the owner of the vehicle pursuant to G.S.58-37-1(11))

You are a resident of North Carolina and you have a valid drivers license issued by the State of North

Carolina.

3. You are required to file proof of financial responsibility under Article 9A ot 13 of Chapter 20 of the
General Statutes in order to register your vehicle or to obtain a drivers license in this State.

4. You are a nonresident of this State and you own a motor vehicle registered and principally garaged in
North Carolina. (See Htem 1 above for definition of “principally garaged™)

5. You arc anonresident of North Carolina and you are one of the following:

a) A member of the United States armed forces stationed in this. State or.deployed outside Ihls
State from a home base in this State who intends to return to his or her home state;

b) The spouse of a nonresident member of the United States armed forces stationed or deployed
outside this State from a home base in this State who intends to return to his or her home
