PLEASE READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY  
BEFORE PREPARING AND SUBMITTING YOUR BID. 

 

All bids shall be prepared and submitted in accordance with the following requirements.  Failure to comply 
with any requirement shall cause the bid to be considered irregular and shall be grounds for rejection of the 
bid. 
 

1. The bid form furnished by NCDOT with the proposal shall be used and shall not be altered in any manner.  DO 
NOT SEPARATE THE BID FORM FROM THE PROPOSAL! 

2. All entries on the bid form, including signatures, shall be written in ink. 
3. The Bidder shall submit a unit price for every item on the bid form.  The unit prices for the various contract 

items shall be written in figures. ***Unit prices must be limited to TWO decimal places.*** 
4. An amount bid shall be entered on the bid form for every item.  The amount bid for each item shall be 

determined by multiplying each unit bid by the quantity for that item, and shall be written in figures in the 
"Amount Bid" column of the form. 

5. The total amount bid shall be written in figures in the proper place on the bid form.  The total amount shall be 
determined by adding the amounts bid for each item. 

6. Changes in any entry shall be made by marking through the entry in ink and making the correct entry adjacent 
thereto in ink.  A representative of the Bidder shall initial the change in ink.  Do not use “White Out” or similar 
product to make corrections. 

7. The bid shall be properly executed.  All bids shall show the following information: 
 a. Name of individual, firm, corporation, partnership, or joint venture submitting bid. 
 b. Name of individual or representative submitting bid and position or title. 
 c. Name, signature, and position or title of witness. 
 d. Federal Identification Number 
 e. Contractor's License Number 
 8. Bids submitted by corporations shall bear the seal of the corporation. 
 9. The bid shall not contain any unauthorized additions, deletions, or conditional bids. 
10. The bidder shall not add any provision reserving the right to accept or reject an award,  or to enter into a 

contract pursuant to an award.

AWARD OF CONTRACT 
The award of the contract, if it be awarded, will be made to the lowest responsible Bidder in accordance with 
Section 102 (excluding 102-2 and 102-11) of the Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2006.  The 
lowest responsible Bidder will be notified that his bid has been accepted and that he has been awarded the 
contract.  NCDOT reserves the right to reject all bids. 
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STANDARD PROVISIONS 
 

GENERAL  
 

This project is for mowing/weed-eating guardrail, cable guiderail, and bridge ends on primary routes in Division One. 

All work and materials shall be in accordance with the provisions of the General Guidelines and the Project Special 
Provisions of this contract, the North Carolina Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Roads and 
Structures 2006, the North Carolina Department of Transportation Roadway Standard Drawings, and the current edition of 
the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices  (MUTCD). 

The Contractor shall keep himself fully informed of all Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, and regulations, and shall 
comply with the provisions of Section 107 of the Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2006.  

PURCHASE ORDER CONTRACT PREQUALIFICATION 
 
Beginning July 1, 2009, any firm that wishes to perform work on Division Purchase Order Contracts as either the prime 
contractor or as a subcontractor on the project must be prequalified for the type of work they wish to perform. Firms that 
wish to bid on these projects as the prime contractor must be prequalified prior to submitting a bid. Firms that wish to 
perform as a subcontractor to the prime contractor must be prequalified prior to beginning work on the project.  
 
For the purposes of prequalification, any firm that is currently prequalified as a prime or a subcontractor on central let 
projects for the appropriate work codes is considered eligible to work and/or bid on Purchase Order Contracts as long as 
other items such as bonding and license requirements for the contract are met.

PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE 
 

For the first year of this contract, the Contractor agrees to invoice the Contracting Agency seven (7%) per cent less than the 
amount of the cycle compensation. The Performance Guarantee will not be deducted for extensions and will be refunded 
without interest, pending the project site review, by the Contracting Agency at the end of the initial agreement unless an 
extension has been effected in which case the Performance Guarantee will be refunded at the completion of any extension 
agreement.  In cases of default, this amount will be used to obtain these services from another source. 
 
 

AUTHORITY OF THE ENGINEER 
 

The Engineer for this project shall be the Division Engineer, Division One, Division of Highways, North Carolina 
Department of Transportation, acting directly or through his duly authorized representatives. 

The Engineer will decide all questions, which may arise as to the quality and acceptability of work performed and as to the 
rate of progress of the work; all questions, which may arise as to the interpretation of the contract; and all questions as to 
the acceptable fulfillment of the contract on the part of the Contractor.  His decision shall be final and he shall have 
executive authority to enforce and make effective such decisions and orders as the Contractor fails to carry out promptly.

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TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF WORK 
In accordance with Article 108-7 of the Standard Specifications, the Engineer will have the authority to suspend the work 
wholly or in part, upon written order for such periods as he may deem necessary for any of the following reasons: 

1. Conditions considered unfavorable for the suitable prosecution of the work, or 
2. The Contractor’s failure to correct conditions unsafe for workmen or the general 

public, or 
3. The Contractor has not carried out orders given to him by the Engineer, or 
4. The Contractor’s failure to perform any provisions of the contract. 

No extension of the completion date will be allowed for the above suspensions except as may be provided for in Article 
108-10.   

INSPECTION 
 

All work shall be subject to inspection by the Engineer at any time.  Routinely, the Engineer will make periodic inspections 
of the completed work.  It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to keep the Engineer informed of his proposed work 
plan.

TRAFFIC CONTROL AND WORK ZONE SAFETY 
 

The Contractor shall maintain traffic during construction and provide, install, and maintain all traffic control devices in 
accordance with these project guidelines, the Project Special Provisions, North Carolina Department of Transportation 
Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2006, and the current edition of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control 
Devices (MUTCD). 

The Contractor shall utilize complete and proper traffic controls and traffic control devices during all operations.  All traffic 
control and traffic control devices required for any operation shall be functional and in place prior to the commencement of 
that operation.  Signs for temporary operations shall be removed during periods of inactivity.  The Contractor is required to 
leave the project in a manner that will be safe to the traveling public and which will not impede motorists. 
 
When operations are fifteen (15’) or less from the edge of the traveled way, Standard Drawing 1101.04 “Temporary 
Shoulder Closures” shall apply.  All channelizing devices shall be placed on the shoulder and shall not encroach on 
the traveled way. 
 
Traffic movements through lane closures on roads with two-way traffic shall be controlled by flaggers stationed at each end 
of the work zone.  In situations where sight distance is limited, the Contractor shall provide additional means of controlling 
traffic, including, but not limited to, two-way radios, pilot vehicles, or additional flaggers.  Flaggers shall be competent 
personnel, adequately trained in flagging procedures, and furnished with proper safety devices and equipment, including, 
but not limited to, safety vests and stop/slow paddles. 
All personnel when working in traffic areas or areas in close proximity to traffic shall wear an approved safety vest, or shirt 
or jacket which meets the color requirements of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices  (MUTCD). 

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations governing 
safety, health, and sanitation, and shall provide all safeguards, safety devices, and protective equipment, and shall take any 
other needed actions, on his own responsibility that are reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of employees on 
the job and the safety of the public, and to protect property in connection with the performance of the work covered by the 
contract. 

The Contractor shall be responsible for the protection from his activities of all public and private property on and adjacent 
to the work and shall use every reasonable precaution necessary to prevent damage or injury thereto.  He shall use suitable 
precautions to prevent damage to pipes, conduits and other structures, and to poles, wires, cables and other overhead 
structures, and to plantings. 

Failure to comply with any of the requirements for safety and traffic control of this contract shall result in suspension of 
work as provided in sub-article 108-7(2) of the Standard Specifications.

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SUPERVISION BY CONTRACTOR 
 
At all times during the life of the project the Contractor shall provide one permanent employee who shall have the authority 
and capability for overall responsibility of the project and who shall be personally available at the work site within 24 hours 
notice.  Such employee shall be fully authorized to conduct all business with the subcontractors, to negotiate and execute all 
supplemental agreements, and to execute the orders or directions of the Engineer. 

At all times that work is actually being performed, the Contractor shall have present on the project one competent 
individual who is authorized to act in a supervisory capacity over all work on the project, including work subcontracted.  
The individual who has been so authorized shall be experienced in the type of work being performed and shall be fully 
capable of managing, directing, and coordinating the work; of reading and thoroughly understanding the contract; and 
receiving and carrying out directions from the Engineer or his authorized representatives.  He shall be an employee of the 
Contractor unless otherwise approved by the Engineer. 

The Contractor may, at his option, designate one employee to meet the requirements of both positions.  However, whenever 
the designated employee is absent from the work site, an authorized individual qualified to act in a supervisory capacity of 
the project shall be present. 

At least one (1) English speaking employee per crew must be on-site during the mowing/weedeating operations. 

INSURANCE 
 
Page 1-68, Article 107-16 is amended to include the following as the first, second, third and fourth paragraphs: 
 
The Contractor shall be liable for any losses resulting from a breach of the terms of this contract.  The Contractor shall be 
liable for any losses due to the negligence or willful misconduct of its agents, assigns and employees including any sub-
contractors which causes damage to others for which the Department is found liable under the Torts Claims Act, or in the 
General Courts of Justice, provided the Department provides prompt notice to the Contractor and that the Contractor has an 
opportunity to defend against such claims.  The Contractor shall not be responsible for punitive damages.  
 
The Contractor shall at its sole cost and expense obtain and furnish to the Department an original standard ACORD form 
certificate of insurance evidencing commercial general liability with a limit for bodily injury and property damage in the 
amount of  $5,000,000.00 per occurrence and general aggregate, covering the Contractor from claims or damages for bodily 
injury, personal injury, or for property damages which may arise from operating under the contract by the employees and 
agents of the Contractor.   The required limit of insurance may be obtained by a single general liability policy or the 
combination of a general liability and excess liability or umbrella policy.  The State of North Carolina shall be named as an 
additional insured on this commercial general liability policy.  The policy may contain the following language as relates to 
the State as an additional insured:  “This insurance with respect to the additional insured applies only to the extent that the 
additional insured is held liable for your or your agent’s acts or omissions arising out of and in the course of operations 
performed for the additional insured.”  
 
The Contractor shall maintain all legally required insurance coverage, including without limitation, worker’s compensation 
and vehicle liability, in the amounts required by law.  Providing and maintaining adequate insurance coverage is a material 
obligation of the contractor and is of the essence of this contract.  All such insurance shall meet all laws of the State of 
North Carolina.  Such insurance coverage shall be obtained from companies that are authorized to provide such coverage 
and that are authorized by the Commissioner of Insurance to do business in North Carolina.  The Contractor shall at all 
times comply with the terms of such insurance policies. 
 
Upon execution of the contract, provide evidence of the above insurance requirements to the Engineer. 

 
SUBLETTING OF CONTRACT 

 
The Contractor shall not sublet, sell, transfer, assign or otherwise dispose of this contract or any portion thereof; or his 
right, title, or interest therein; without written consent of the Engineer. Subletting of this contract or any portion of the 
contract shall conform to the requirements of Article of 108-6 of the Standard Specifications. 
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DEFAULT OF CONTRACT 

 
The Department of Transportation shall have the right to declare default of contract for breach by the Contractor of any 
material term or condition of the contract.  Default of contract shall be in accordance with the terms, conditions, and 
procedures of Article 108-9 of the Standard Specifications. 

 
 

BANKRUPTCY 
 
The Department of Transportation, at its option, may terminate the contract upon filing by the Contractor of any petition for 
protection under the provisions of the Federal Bankruptcy Act. 

 
AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS – TERMINATION OF CONTRACT 

 
Payment made on this contract are subject to availability of funds as appropriated by the General Assembly.  If the General 
Assembly fails to appropriate adequate funds, the Department reserves the right to terminate this contract. In the event of 
termination, the Contractor shall be given a written notice of termination at least 60 days before completion of scheduled 
work for which funds are available.   In the event of termination, the Contractor shall be paid for the work already 
performed in accordance with the contract specifications. 
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SPECIAL PROVISIONS 
 

DESCRIPTION 
 

Contractor shall mow or weed-eat the area thirty-six (36”) inches in front of the face of the guardrail and cable guiderail, 
directly underneath the guardrail and cable guiderail and thirty-six (36”) inches behind the back of the guardrail posts and 
cable guiderail located along the shoulder of the roadway and in roadway medians on all primary routes within Division 
One.  The cutting width shall vary from seventy-two (72”) inches wide on cable guiderail sections to eighty-four (84”) 
inches wide on guardrail sections.  Additionally, in areas when the distance between the face of the guardrail or cable 
guiderail is located within six (6’) feet of the edge of pavement, Contractor shall mow or weed-eat to the edge of pavement.  
Vegetation shall be cut to a height between three (3”) and five (5”) inches. 
 
For all bridges on US 17 and US 64 within Division One, vegetation shall be cut in accordance with the details included 
herein.  Vegetation shall be cut to a height between three (3”) and five (5”) inches. 
 
Contractor shall provide a minimum of two crews with sufficient personnel, equipment and materials to work 
independently and simultaneously.   

 
NOTE TO CONTRACTOR 

 
The Contractor shall be responsible for all Traffic Control items on this project. This work may include, but will not be 
limited to installation and removal, signs, cones, etc. All materials and labor to perform the above mentioned Traffic 
Control will be considered incidental to the various contract items and no direct payment will be made for these activities. 
 

CONTRACT TIME AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 
 

The contract is for two cycles. The date of availability for the first cycle will be September 21, 2009. The date of 
availability for the second cycle will be May 1, 2010. A cycle shall be described as completion of all work in all thirteen 
counties as described in the Special Provisions.  

No work will be permitted and no purchase order will be issued until all required bonds and prerequisite conditions and 
certifications have been satisfied. 

The completion date for the first cycle is December 15, 2009. In order for the Department to meet it’s constraints for 
herbicide treatments, during the second cycle only, Contractor is required to complete all mowing/weed-eating of all 
guardrail and cable guiderail on US 17 in Martin, Bertie, Chowan, Perquimans, Pasquotank and Camden counties, and US 
64 in Dare, Tyrrell, Washington and Martin counties before beginning any other work of this contract.  The completion date 
for this portion of the second cycle is June 10, 2010.  The completion date for the remaining work of the second cycle is 
June 30, 2010. The final acceptance will be June 30, 2010.  No extensions will be authorized except as authorized by 
Article 108-10 of the Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2006. 

Liquidated damages for this contract are One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) per calendar day for which work has not been 
completed and accepted by each completion date stated above of the contract work.                                                         

 

EXTENSION OF CONTRACT 
Upon mutual agreement by the Department of Transportation and the Contractor, and upon notification, this contract may 
be extended for two (2) additional calendar year mowing/weed-eating periods.  Total amount bid will be increased by 3% 
for each extension.  No changes in the terms, conditions, etc. of this contract will be made when an extension to the contract 
is implemented.  If the term of the contract is extended, the contract time will be as follows:  
 First Extension (second year) 
 First Cycle:   Date of Availability – September 1, 2010 
  Completion Date – December 15, 2010 
 Second Cycle: Date of Availability – May 2, 2011 
  Completion Date – June 30, 2010 (June 10 on specified routes) 
 

Second Extension (third year) 
 First Cycle:   Date of Availability – September 1, 2011 
  Completion Date – December 15, 2011 
 Second Cycle: Date of Availability – May 1, 2012 
  Completion Date – June 30, 2012 (June 10 on specified routes) 
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NOTIFICATION OF OPERATIONS 
 

The Contractor shall notify the Engineer 48 hours in advance of beginning work on this project.  The Contractor shall give 
the Engineer sufficient notice of all operations for any sampling, inspection or acceptance testing required. 

 
PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS 

 

The Contractor shall pursue the work diligently with workmen in sufficient numbers, abilities, and supervision, and with 
equipment, materials, and methods of construction as may be required to complete the work described in the contract by the 
completion date and in accordance with Section 108 of the Standard Specifications . 

 

The Contractor's operations are restricted to daylight hours.  No work may be performed on Saturdays, Sundays and Legal 
State holidays.  Holidays that will affect the cycles of the project will be Memorial Day, and Labor Day. Work shall only be 
performed when weather and visibility conditions allow safe operations. 

 
GENERAL CONDITIONS 

 
This proposal is subject to Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures - 2006 edition.  Section 1660 - Mowing, is 
available upon request or may be viewed on the Web. 

Please note the following amendments: 

Article 1660-8 (B) Method of Measurement - Delete this article in its entirety and insert the following: 

The quantity of mowing/weed-eating on guardrail to be paid for will be the actual number of shoulder miles, measured 
along the edge of pavement, that has been mowed or weed-eated by the Contractor according to the contract provisions,or 
as directed by the Engineer, that have been accepted by the Engineer.  Measurement shall be to the nearest 0.1 miles. 

The quantity of mowing/weed-eating on guiderail to be paid for will be the actual number of shoulder miles, measured 
along the edge of pavement, that has been mowed or weed-eated by the Contractor according to the contract provisions, or 
as directed by the Engineer, that have been accepted by the Engineer.  Measurement shall be to the nearest 0.1 miles. 

The quantity of mowing/weed-eating at bridges to be paid for will be the actual number of bridges (two bridge ends per 
bridge) the Contractor mows and/or weed-eats according to the contract provisions, or as directed by the Engineer, and that 
have been accepted by the Engineer.   
 

Article 1660-9 (B) Basis of Payment - Delete this article in its entirety and insert the following: 

The quantities of mowing/weed-eating on guardrail, measured as provided above, will be paid for at the contract unit price 
per shoulder mile for “Mowing/Weed-eating Guardrail”. 

The quantities of mowing/weed-eating on guiderail, measured as provided above, will be paid for at the contract unit price 
per shoulder mile for “Mowing/Weed-eating Cable Guiderail”. 

The quantities of mowing/weed-eating at bridges, measured as provided above, will be paid for at the contract unit price per 
each for “Mowing/Weed-eating at Bridges. 

The above prices and payments will be full compensation for all work covered by this section, including but not limited to 
mowing, weed-eating, traffic control, and mobilization.

ROAD IMPROVEMENTS 

 
In the event a road rehabilitation or improvement project is under construction or will be under construction where 
mowing/weed-eating is scheduled, that portion of the cycle will be deleted from the list at the direction of the Department.  
The section(s) deleted may be re-entered at the first scheduled cycle following completion of the road, or following a 
rehabilitation or improvement construction project. 
It is understood that during the course of the contract, routes may be added or deleted from the contract. Any additions to 
the system will be paid for at the current unit price. No compensation or adjustments will be made for deleted mileage. It 
will be the responsibility of the Contractor to mow/weed-eat or not mow/weed-eat such routes as directed by the Engineer. 

 
FINAL ACCEPTANCE 

Final acceptance will be made only after the satisfactory completion of all work covered by this contract.  All work shall be 
completed in a neat, workmanlike manner.  Work not completed in such manner will not be accepted.   

 
PAYMENT 

 
Quantities of Mowing/Weed-eating will be paid for at 100% of the contract unit price indicated in the contract, minus the 
7% Performance Guarantee, after inspection and acceptance.
