NCDOT INSTALLS NEWLY DESIGNED
LEFT-TURN TRAFFIC SIGNAL AT WAKEMED

RALEIGH- The N.C. Department of Transportation (NCDOT) has installed a newly-designed
traffic signal display at the New Bern Avenue employee/visitor entrance to WakeMed. The
installation is part of a national study and is designed to improve safety for motorists when
making a left turn.

The new signal adds a flashing yellow arrow between the solid green and selid yellow arrows on
the signal head. When the flashing yellow arrow is displayed left turns are permitted, meaning
drivers must yield to oncoming traffic before turning.

The new light includes a flashing yellow arrow, never seen before in the Triangle.

E{;_EKI The arrow would replace the solid green light at intersections where drivers tum across oncoming traffic. It would warn drivers to proceed with caution.

The first light will be on New Bem Avenue at the main visitor's entrance to WakeMed Hospital.
