The “O” shortcut (for Origin - not Offset as some people are mistakenly
taught) is probably the single most important AccuDraw command.
Using the “O" shortcut allows you to reposition AccuDraw's origin
during any command.

Absolute Mode

AccuDraw can also enter
absolute co-ordinates. When
AccuDraw is active, type P
to bring up the Data Point Keyin window:
